ICDHR TO LAUNCH YOUTH AND LAW ENFORCEMENT 

PROJECT 

 

Young people, especially minorities are fearful of the police and often 

view them as adversaries. The tendency on the part of youth when 

confronted by the police is to run, many times even when no crime is 

involved. The use of derogatory language directed at policed by misguided 

and misinformed youth has led to injury and disrespect, both on the part of 

youth the some police officers. It is a general feeling in many minority 

communities that youth of color are profiled and mistreated by the law and 

that any contact with the police means trouble. Often, youth come from 

families where members have experience conflict with the police and/or 

have incarcerated family members. These experiences of older family 

members often influence youth attitudes. Many of these youth know little 

about eye contact when talking to people with authority. Attire worn by 

some have been stereotyped as being gang related.  Many youth take on 

the attitudes of peers even when there is no reason to do so. Too often, 

youth do not know their rights under the law. It has also been found that 

many officers either do not know the rights of young people under the law 

or elect to ignore them. Given the educational and economic levels of 

youth and their families, little is done to address this growing problem. 

There is a need to educate youth, their parents and the police regarding 

mutual respect  under  the law and the importance of cooperation and 

respect in solving neighborhood and community problems.

“WHAT TO DO IF ONE IS ARRESTED 
 AND/OR FOUND GUILTY IN A COURT  

PROCEEDING” 

Many people believe that if they are arrested, 

not charged or found not guilty that the matter 

is over.  

 

This is not the case.  

 

It may be necessary to have the act of arrest, 

charge and dismissal expunged from the 

record.  Should one find themselves in this 

situation, they  should go to the Clerk of the 

Circuit Court, 50 West Washington, 10th 

floor and file a petition.  Petitions for 

Expungement  can be filed with or without an 

attorney. Detailed guidelines can be found at 

http://www.cookcountyclerkofcourt.org. 
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This project will be different from most. For example, this initiative does not 

encourage youth to avoid the police but rather to understand and respect their 

role. For example, given the current turmoil relating to illegal immigrants, 

youth are taught to only provide the police with their name and say very little. 

They are taught to ask the police officer for his/her badge number, a request 

that  is proper but also irritates many police officers. The focus on the 

ICDHR initiative is on education and healing, bringing youth and police 

together with the goal of promoting mutual understanding and respect.  The 

goals of the project are: 

 

**Provide one thousand youth, ages 12-16 with communication skills needed 

to interact successfully with the police, especially when on the streets. 

 

**Heighten understanding among police officers regarding the rights under 

law of young people. 

 

**Improve mutual respect between youth and the police. 

 

**Help youth to create a positive image of themselves with the police. 

 

**Provide youth with the opportunity to examine societal norms and values. 

 

**Provide opportunities for youth as well as the police to express concerns 

and share information. 

 

**Involve community leaders as enablers to help promote understanding and 

acceptance (society norms and values). 

 

**Create a model for bridging the communication gap between youth and 

law enforcement.
